I am writing on behalf of Rev. Leticia Douglas and Servants of Christ Ministries,
located in Douglas, Georgia. Recently, there have been widespread flooding throughout
the North Georgia Area.

The
church sustained significant damage to its septic system and roofing. Although the
damage to the roof will likely be repaired through the church's insurance coverage, the
cost to repair the septic system goes uncovered.

In addition to the damage to the edifice, a number of families suffered great loss as a
result of the floods, including damage to their homes, clothing, vehicles, and other
personal property. This has caused an influx of costs associated with the evacuation and
temporary relocation for these families.
